I recently met a man who shared an incredible story with 
me about unforeseen consequences of a choice he made 
and how it cost him in ways he had not dreamed. He was 
an average guy in his 30’s whose parents had recently 
passed away.  As he was clearing out their home, he 
encountered the medicine cabinet with unused 
prescriptions.  He quickly considered selling the contents 
of the medicine cabinet to make some extra 
cash.  Without much thought, that is what he did. That is 
where the story gets interesting. 

When he sold the prescriptions, he got caught and was 
arrested.  He was in jail for four months.  While he was in 
jail, his girlfriend trashed and abandoned his 
apartment.  He was evicted and therefore he lost his 
home.  While he was in jail, he lost his job and source of 
income.  So when he was released from jail, he had no 
job, no home and no place to go.  He found himself on 
the streets with nothing. 

He returned to the church where he used to go.  He was 
recognized by a man at the church who had 
compassion.  The man helped him make a plan and 
offered to give financial assistance if he would follow the 
plan.  After three months of living on the street, he now 
has a home.  There are two important lessons here. First, 
it is important to consider the consequences of our 
potential actions before acting upon them. Second, even 
when we make mistakes, God does not leave us alone.  If 
we return to Him, He is there waiting for us.
